To Reverend Fr. Ricard, Superior for the Marion Oblate Missionaries at Ft. Nisqually
My Rev. Fr.,
All goes well at the house, thanks be to God. We are to going to send you a little wine, per your request, and since we fear that the great curiosity of the “Savages” will lead them to taste this liquor, we are sealing the bottle with wax. If the seal is broken, you will know the fraud/be aware of it.
Speaking of broken seals, it is good/right for you to know that Br. Blanchet received the letter from Rev. Fr. Pandosy completely unsealed. How did that happen? We have no idea.
A small camp from Skokobieh came to the house yesterday. Their chief wants me to visit the camp in order to instruct them and baptize their children, which he tells me are quite numerous. 
I got the “Savage” who delivered the letter from Rev. Fr. Pandosy to speak a little. This is what he told us: 1) Kamayarken has no part in the war that is being waged on his lands between Yellow Serpent and Sklom.
2) The “Savages” are beginning to camp near Rev. Fr. Pandosy.
3) Fr. Verney is working and sewing (planting) lots of things.
4) There is still a prodigious amount of snow in the mountains.
5) Rev. Fr. Pandosy went to Ft. Walla Walla a few days before the departure of the “Savages.” All is going well there by this route. All the shallows are filled in and leave the route straight and even, and even makes a good shortcut. This “Savage” assures us that from Nisqually he will return to Rev. Fr. Pandosy’s place in four days in snow shoes. I will be tempted to go there myself in snow shoes, and to have our small haul put on Rev. Fr. Accotti’s barge, and we will go later to get it in the Dalles (However, never without your orders).

If I have to take up the path of the Columbia again, I would much rather leave at the soonest for the Cowlitz, in order to stay there a few days to have my soutane made and to wash a bit of laundry. Remember my needs in your prayers, my Rev. Fr.
