Skloom		(Sklu-hum) brother olf Kamaiakin. Also a prominent man among the Indians. Reported at the time tht it was his son, Mish-shele (Michael) who shot Major Bolon, the U.S. Sub-Indian agent.
Te-i-as		As old chief, beloved and respected by all the tribes, presided over the swan-wanck-pah tribe. (
Ow-hi		war chief (captain) of the Swan-wanck –pah tribe. Stood in for Te-i-as, who was old
Peu-Pau-Mox-Mox	Yellow Serpent
Referred to as the Triumvirate:  Kamaiakan Leschi and Peu-Peu-Mox-Mox

Whitman massacre	1847. Dead were Dr. Marcus Whitman, his wife + 12 others

Fa Charles Pandosy, OMI, Catholic priest at Yakima Mission of St Joseph on the Ahtanum. Communicated  to Gov Stevens that Kamaiakan was stirring up trouble
