	Walla Walla
	Bishop Francois Blanchet of Canada establishes Catholic presence in Walla Walla.

	1841
	 Montreal
	Bishop Bourget of Montreal invites oblates to Canada & at the same time makes an outreach to the British Isles.

	1841
	France
	Bishop de Mazenod, a founder of the Missionary Oblates of Mary Immaculate sends the 1st group of oblates to Canada.

	1841-1846
	Pacific Northwest
	Congregation of Oblates in Canada expand to Pacific NW.

	1845
	New Market near Deschutes River
	Michael Simmons & his companions create the first settlement in New Market.

	15 Jun 1846
	49th parallel
	Treaty of Oregon ratified setting 49th parallel as Northern boundary of US.

	24 Jul 1846
	Rome
	Pope Pius IX divides Pacific Northwest into 3 dioceses: Oregon City under Bishop Francois Blanchet, Vancouver Island under Bishop Modeste Demers, and Walla Walla with Augustin Blanchet as Bishop. 

	28 Jul 1846
	
	Bishop Augustin Magloire Blanchet, the younger brother of Francois Blanchet, is appointed Bishop of Walla Walla.

	1846
	Canada East [now Quebec, Canada]
	Bishop Magloire Blanchet requests missionaries to help him from Father  Bruno Guiges, Superior of the Oblates in North America.  Father Guiges relays the request to the Superior General Bishop de Mazenod in Marseilles, France.

	8 Jan 1847
	
	Father Ricard was appointed Superior of the Oblates of Oregon.

	22 Jan 1847
	Marseilles
	Father Ricard & missionaries leave Marseilles to found the mission in Oregon. The group includes in addition to Father Ricard: Felix Pandosy, Casimer Chirouse, Georges Blanchet, Célestin Verney.

	1847
	Yakima
	Father Ricard founds the mission at Yakima.



	5 Sep 1847
	Walla Walla
	Bishop Augustin Blanchet, Father Ricard & Brother George Blanchet arrive Walla Walla; Father Ricard & Brother George Blanchet begin building Mission hoping to have it ready before Winter.  Building allowed by Walla Walla Chief Peo-peo-mot-mot.

	5 Oct 1847
	Walla Walla
	Oblates Verney, Pandosy & Chrouse arrive at Walla Walla.

	Oct 1847
	Walla Walla
	Building of St. Rose Mission is completed. It was a crude hut.

	29 Nov 1847
	
	Oblates are called upon to be peacemakers after the Whitman Massacre 29 Nov 1847.

	1847
	France
	Father Lempfrit leaves the Carthusians & joins the Missionary Oblates of Mary Immaculate.

	2 Jan 1848
	Fort Walla Walla
	Father Chirouse & Father Pandosy are ordained priests.  This is the  1st Catholic ordination in what would be Washington State.

	2 Jan 1848
	Mission of St. Rose
	Father Chirouse returns to his work at Mission of St. Rose serving the Yakama Tribe.

	2 Jan 1848
	St. Marys
	Father Pandosy returns to work at St. Marys with Yakama & Kittitas Tribes.

	1848-1856
	
	From 1848 to 1856 Father Chirouse lived & worked among the Yakamas.

	14 Aug 1848
	Oregon Territory
	The Oregon Territory was established.

	18 Oct 1848
	
	Father Lempfrit arrives in New Market.

	Oct 1848
	Eastern Washington
	Father Chirouse is made Superior of the oblates in Eastern Washington.

	1848
	New Market
	Father Ricard builds a mission near Ellis Cove called St. Joseph of New Market in what is now Olympia.  Father Ricard resides there as well.

	6 Jun 1849
	Victoria
	Father Lempfrit arrives in Victoria after serving briefly in Oregon.

	Nov 1849
	
	Father Louis-Joseph d’Herbomez is sent from France to Oregon Territory.

	Sep 1850
	Oregon Territory
	Oregon Donation Land Claim Act was passed. Father Ricard claims land in Thurston County for St. Joseph of Olympia.  Father Chirouse files for St. Rose Mission in Yakama Territory.  Father Pandosy files for Immaculate Conception in Lewis County. 

	1850
	Olympia
	Father d’Herbomez serves under Father Ricard at Olympia.

	10 Aug 1851
	Olympia
	Brother Celestin Verney takes perpetual vows in Olympia.

	1851-1853
	
	Father d’Herbomez works among the Yakima Indians & establishes the Mission of St. Joseph d’Ahtanum.

	1851-1857
	
	From 1851 to 1857, Father Ricard serves as Vicar of Missions.

	1852
	
	Father Lempfrit abruptly leaves colony.

	2 Mar 1853
	
	Washington Territory is created.

	20 Sep 1853
	France
	Father Lempfrit is expelled from the Missionary Oblates of Mary Immaculate order.

	1 Oct 1853
	France
	1 Oct 1853, Father Lempfrit returns to France.

	1853-1 Oct 1853
	Monterey, California
	Father Lempfrit serves at the Mission of Santa Inez, Monterey, CA.

	1853
	Puget Sound
	Father d’Herbomez moves to Puget Sound to work with the Coast Salish.

	1853
	
	Diocese of Walla Walla is suppressed & absorbed into the Diocese of Nisqually.

	1854-1858
	Olympia
	Father Pierre Richard lived at Olympia.

	1855
	Yakima
	The Oblates are withdrawn from the Yakima Missions.

	1855-1856
	
	Chief Leschi & his followers revolt over the Medicine Lake Treaty.

	Oct 1855
	
	Yakama Indian War breaks out between Indians & Whites. 

	1855-1858
	
	Yakama Indian Wars. Indians & missionaries flee.  US soldiers burn St. Joseph’s mission [possibly St. Joseph d'Ahtanum]. Oblates attempt peacemaking during these wars.

	1856
	
	Father d’Herbomez is appointed ‘visiteur extraordinaire’ of Oblate missions in Oregon.

	After 1856
	
	Brother Verney followed Father Chirouse to the mission of Saint-Joachim in Snohomish  & then to Tulalip.

	1857
	
	Father Chirouse is transferred to Olympia for his safety.

	1857
	Olympia
	Father Ricard is recalled to France.

	1857-1858
	Priest Point
	Father Richard’s signature is on the Registers of Priest Point.


	1858
	
	Father d’Herbomez succeeds Father Ricard as Missionary Vicar.



	1858
	Esquimalt, B.C.
	Father d’Herbomez moves headquarters north to Esquimalt in British Territory. Oblates now under protection of Modeste Dimers, the French speaking Bishop of Vancouver Island.

	1858
	
	By 1858, all oblates were withdrawn from Eastern Washington. 5 of the 7 oblates originally assigned to Washington Territory were assigned to Canada.

	1858
	Tulalip Bay
	Father Chirouse is assigned to oversee the Puget Sound Region and is based at Tulalip Bay.

	Towards 1860
	
	Brother Verney goes to British Columbia and works in Esquimalt.

	1860
	
	The mission of St. Josephs at New Market is officially closed.

	9 Jan 1862
	France
	Father Ricard dies at Notre Dame des Lumières.
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
